REQUIREMENTS AND INSTRUCTIONS
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Artesia D.E.S. offers annual scholarships to its members and their children who are pursuing degrees in higher
education. Below are the requirements and instructions for completing the application.

Who is Eligible for a Scholarship? (4!l applicants must meet the following two categories.)

1.

A graduating high school senior who has been accepted to an accredited institution of higher education and
will commence studies in Fall 2026, and/or a student currently enrolled in an accredited institution of higher
learning or trade school.

Applicants must be a member or the child of a member in good standing of Artesia D.E.S. for at least two (2)
consecutive years and must not have previously been awarded an Artesia D.E.S. Scholarship.

Award Acceptance Criteria:

1.

Applicants who actively participate in local, culturally related Portuguese activities, including but not limited
to folklore, the Artesia D.E.S. Filarmodnica, Artesia D.E.S. Soccer Club, or other Portuguese-based youth
groups (e.g., LUSO), will receive priority consideration for fifty percent (50%) of the scholarships. These
recipients must provide proof of active participation in their discipline for at least one (1) full year prior to the
scholarship award date.

Recipients must remain full-time students (a minimum of 12 units per semester) during the academic year in
which the scholarship is awarded.

Scholarship funds will be disbursed once the student provides verification of completion of one academic
quarter or semester with a minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.0, as verified by official grade
reports.
